(We
realize that different theologians would have different opinions on this point, but can
see this principle being applied equally as well to the fact that each individual as God’s
creation).

He says that the Greek word poema can be defined as artwork.

Every person was created in his image and are a work of art waiting to be revealed.

Burke likes to train people to see non-Christians as God’s masterpieces.
